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Overview and Course Structure

Overview:

There are six general levels of total-immersion grammar Spanish language classes: Al (Elementary) ESPA100
A2 (Basic) ESPA101, ESPA102, B1 (low intermediate) ESPA103, B2 (Intermediate) ESPA104 and ESPA105,
C1 (Superior) ESPA106, ESPA107 and C2 (Advanced) ESPA108 and ESPA109 plus six general levels of Spanish
writing and conversation: Al.- CES110 A2.-CES111, CES112; B1.- CES113, B2.-CES114, CES115;C1.- CES116,
CES117 and C2.-CES118,CES119 and One level for the Spanish Culture and Civilization. The program is
composed of a Grammar Language course and a Writing and conversation Course plus a Spanish culture program.
This benefits the students by providing them with the most appropriate instruction for their learning needs.

The Culture and Civilization program is open to all students and divided into five classes per week. It offers a wide
range of classes in literature, history, art, sociology and other aspects of Spanish culture.

As in the Intensive Language Programme, each student should be evaluated individually to receive credit for the
grammar portion of the course from his/her home institution. In addition, eighty percent class attendence and a
passing final exam score are required to receive course credit.

Course format:

The program will consist of a total of 25 hours /week, divided in five daily 50 minute classes. Two of the

classes will be dedicated to grammatical content, two focused on oral comprehension and one dedicated to culture
content.

The class devoted to written-oral comprehension will be composed of classroom debates and individual and group
projects.

Listening comprehension.- To understand the general content and essential details of conversations
between more than two native speakers about topics unknown to the student. Understanding news
in various means of communication: newspapers, magazines, radio and Television

Oral production.- Conversing in a pragmatic and appropriate manner n various real-life situations.
The focus will include but is not limited to: talking about self, descriptive strategies, giving advice,
defining and identifying, talking about the past, recognizing variations in accents and hypothesizing.
Students will have the opportunity to put into practice the grammar structures presented in this
course.

Reading comprehension.- To understand the text as a whole and also the important details of
different kinds of texts.

Written production.- To create descriptive narratives about topics familiar to the student and relevant
to the vocabulary and subject matter discussed throughout the evolution of the course

Listening comprehension.- To understand both the general content and the details of conversations
concerning unfamiliar topics held among various native speakers at their normal vocal rhythm.

Oral production.- Students will work towards an ability to participate competently in conversations
regarding any topic, while providing personal opinions and perspectives concisely, easily and with
precision.

Reading comprehension.- Students will learn to understand both the details and the theme in texts
of all kinds even as they cover unfamiliar, but not too specialized, topics.

Written production.- The student will learn to write concisely, fluidly, and with precision on various
topics (not just those concerning one’s daily needs but also concerning one’s personal and
professional interests) that present information supportive of the student’s own opinions and
perspective.
